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Church Family,

It's an exciting time at Lebanon United Methodist Church! In just a few short weeks, the first phase of the reno-
vation of our church building will begin!

As you may recall, early on in our project we came up with the theme “repairing our nets” and a component of
this theme is “PIER”. “PIER” is an acronym that stands for Preserve church heritage, Increase accessibility,
Enhance curb appeal and Renovate facilities which, in short, explains the goals of our project. This first phase
of our project is heavily focused on remediating and renovating Heritage Hall as a result of our exhaustive dis-
covery phase which revealed serious structural mechanical, plumbing and electrical issues in this

area. Fortunately, the these issues have been isolated to the interior of the building and the building envelope
(exterior load bearing walls, facade, roof, etc.) is in remarkably good condition. Therefore, our investment in
this area is money well spent.

Master Church Builders have unveiled artist renderings of the proposed Heritage Hall renovation and actually
coined our project a “restovation” which is a combination renovation and restoration. These renderings were
exceptionally well done detailing the work scope masterfully and provided a visual guide of the potential Heri-
tage Hall “restovation”. During this phase we will be restoring some existing finishes to their original splendor
while replacing others with period specific details.

Based on the ideal scope of work presented by MCB, the budget for this first phase of the project is approxi-
mately $625,000. Depending on how we decide to approach certain areas of this project, this budget number
may decrease or it may increase based on any unforeseen circumstances that are found during demolition and
construction. For instance, depending on how we decide to approach preserving the stained glass windows
the anticipated cost can be anywhere from $50K to $150K. As it stands, the $625K number includes the pre-
mium window scope. Please keep in mind, this budget number is just that, a budget. In order to tighten up the
numbers, MCB are proceeding with construction drawings and documents that they will then submit to 3 con-
tractors for each trade for bidding purposes. Once bids are received back and contractors are selected the
contracts will be tallied for a total project cost.

Please keep this project, its leaders and the people working on it in your prayers that this building will be re-
stored to the beauty it once held and will continue to be used for serving the Lord for many years to come.
Thank you for your continued support and encouragement. By completing this renovation project it is our goal
to continue to provide a facility where the citizens of Lebanon and surrounding communities can come to know
Christ and help others know Christ. Our church has a rich history of over 150 years of providing this service
and by completing this renovation we are taking significant steps towards continuing this mission.
